Seminary faced off against Swan Valley on Feb. 1. The 

Cardinals were coming off a big win against Merrill, while the 
Vikings, on the other hand, had suffered a crushing defeat to 
the Freeland Falcons. Swan Valley’s loss to Freeland may 
have cost them the conference championship, so they may 
have been a little down coming into Tuesday night’s game. 
MLS seemed determined to get the upset win at home. 

In the opening quarter the Cardinals played well and were 
able to manage a 6-2 lead early on. That would be the last 
lead the Cardinals would hold throughout the night.  Swan 
Valley came back and finished the quarter on a 13-3 run to 
lead at the end of the first quarter 15-9. The feeling in the 
MLS gym, however, was that the Cardinals were still in it and 
just had to continue to play well in order to get the win.
