The Cardinals opened the game very well, making the first
basket of the game off the opening tip. Junior Andy
Baumgartner took the tip from senior Justin VanWagner and
laid it in giving the Cardinals the quick start and Seminary
would lead for the majority of the first quarter. At one point
the Cardinals lead 13-5, midway through the first quarter.
However, the Rockets (12-7) would not go away. The Rockets
would go on alate run to close out the first quarter to take the
lead. The Rockets would never trail from that point on.

The second quarter proved to be atough one for the Cardi-
nals. The Rockets would continue to extend their lead
throughout the quarter, at one point the lead stretched to 13
points, but the Cardinals staged a late run, lead by sophomore
Scott Cooper, who had 4 points during the stretch. The Cardi-
nals were able to bring it close with hustle and good defense.
They had closed the lead to four when the buzzer sounded
ending the first half of play.

In the locker room at halftime, Coach Kock stressed the
necessity to play good defense, and to continue to move the
ball on offense, and get the big guys the ball down low . All
they needed was a few more baskets and they would have the
lead. If they could continue to play well like they did to close
the half, they would earn a tough win on the road.

The third quarter opened with both teams trading baskets,
and the Cardinals could not cut into the Reese lead. The
Rockets would increase their advantage in the third quarter,
but the Cardinals would claw their way back, within six points
throughout the fourth quarter. The Cardinals were not able to
clear the hump and the Rockets would hold off Seminary,
winning the game 65-57.

Andy Baumgartner led all scorers with 25 points, and
Scott Cooper would add 11 points for the 7-12 Cardinals. Ja-
son Bierlein of Reese led the Rockets with 18 points, while
adding 18 rebounds. Nathan Pike, also of Reese, added 14
points.

Seminary will close out the regular season on Friday, Feb.
25 away at Vassar. The Cardinals will then open district play
against these same Reese Rockets on Feb. 28. The district
games will be played at Carrollton High School, and Monday
night’s game will be at 8 p.m.
