“Theater is not more or less than life distilled to the pure, clear ring of truth.” So says Ken de laMaize
about the theater in this year’s Court St. Players' production of The Musical Comedy Murders of 1940.
Many people have been eagerly awaiting “MCM40” for several months. The director, Prof. Manthey, has
been working hard and devoting many hours every day to give the audience the best show possible.

Many spectators really enjoyed the play and went home discussing the intricate plot. The kids enjoyed
the frequent antics of Brad Snyder, while the adults enjoyed trying to figure out who the murderer really
was as they soaked in the puns and classic movie references. Everyone was greatly impressed with the
great cast and excellent acting. This theater production was one that didn’t et anyone down.

MCMA40 is a murder mystery. A rich old lady, Elsa von Grossenknueten, is
trying to figure out the identity of the Stage Door Slasher, her niece’ s killer. She
and NYPD Sergeant Michael Kelly decided to invite the entire creative team that
was involved with her relative’s death, along with a few others. They all come
under the pretense that they are going to audition and preview their work to afi-
nancial backer. However, on the day they all come together there is a terrible
snowstorm. The first scene opens with what appears to be a red herring: a
masked figure in black offs Helga the maid in the first scene with only the audi-
ence in the know. The ensemble continues to think it just a normal backer’s audi-
tion, but when the lights go out and the producer ends up with a sword in her
back through the back of a chair, they know a slasher is on the loose.

The second act opens with the chorus girls getting spirited away off into one
of the many secret passages. The remaining artists about the true reason for their
rendezvous; Kelly is forced to reveal that he isn’'t the chauffeur—he’'s a New
York City Police detective looking for the Stage Door Slasher. Kelly is then
nabbed through a passage.

Suspicions fly and soon land on an Irishman, Patrick O’ Reilly. To throw off
the others off his trail, he claims to be another one of New York’s finest.
