On a warm early summer day, ten intrepid 
students and one tutor embarked on a journey to 
the charming city of Detroit. The goal was sim-
ple; Neighborhood Outreach Through Educa-
tion.  

Spending two weeks of our summer with a 
tutor just to help with a Vacation Bible School? 
That’s got to be boring, right? As one of these 
students, I beg to differ. I and the rest of this 
brave division of Project Titus enjoyed every 
minute of it and here is why. 

The main purpose of NOTE Detroit is the 
opportunity to bring God’s Word to little chil-
dren.  

Our group helped two pastors and three 
WELS churches with their Vacation Bible 
School programs during the last two weeks of 
June. 

We were divided into three groups to help 
each church. Much of our time during the two 
weeks was spent in preparation. During the first 
week and in the morning before the classes in 
the second week we got our Bible lessons and 
arts and crafts projects ready. We all worked to-
gether to arrange supplies for each child to have 
everything needed for the projects each day.  

The first week we also canvassed the 
neighborhoods around the churches.  

Mt. Olive Lutheran is located right on the 
edge of Detroit proper. Right across the street 
are the Grosse Pointe neighborhoods. Pastor 
Matt Grunewald serves Mt. Olive. 

Pastor Ken Jahnke is pastor of two par-
ishes: Zoar and Paul the Apostle. Zoar is located 
in a predominately African-American neighbor-
hood. A Spanish-speaking community surrounds 
Paul the Apostle. Zoar reflects its demographic 
area; Paul the Apostle’s membership is mostly 
older white congregation. 

We met different cultures as we walked 
around the varied areas of Detroit. Finally when 
the first day of VBS on Monday, June 27, came, 
we were all nervous.  

However, as the day went on we loosened 
up and had fun. Each day we would begin and 
end with singing and devotion; in between that 
we would teach the daily Scripture lesson and do 
the project. The kids made it worth our while.  

Our Bible lessons were based on key events 
in the Life of Christ: Christmas, the Transfigura-
tion, Good Friday, and Easter.   

Sure, a few kids messed around, but most 
of them were enthusiastic and ready to hear

Seminary’s first home game of the season against Hemlock turned out to be a tough 

one, losing 21-35.  
The third quarter was the high point of the Sem effort. Playing their best, they assem-

bled two impressive offensive drives and brought MLS crowd back into the game after a 
scoreless first half. As the game clock approached the last quarter the tables seemed to have 
turned the Cardinals’  way, but the Huskies rallied themselves for a TD that halted Sem’s mo-
mentum. 

Seminary’s first home stand began roughly when they were forced to punt on their first 
possession. Things went from bad to worse when Hemlock blocked and then recovered the 
punt for the first touchdown of the game. 

The Cardinals were unable to answer this early score and the Huskies went on to drive 
the ball down the field and finally rushed in a second TD. The first quarter closed with Sem 
scoreless and the Huskies with 14. 

The second quarter quieted down with Hemlock only scoring once. The halftime score-
board read: “Sem 0, Hemlock 21.”  

Early on in the second half senior QB Andy Baumgartner took the pigskin in himself to 
lift the Red ‘n’  White. MLS 7, Hemlock 21.  

An upset felt possible when senior Brandon Schwartz made a gorgeous fumble recov-
ery, but Sem failed to capitalize and Hemlock put another six on the board. The third ended 
with MLS 7, Hemlock 28. 

But Seminary did not give up. Junior backs Aaron Voss and Scott Cooper rushed in two 
more Sem touchdowns. But at the end of the day the Huskies had gotten by the Cardinals, 
35-21.  

Coach John Boggs commented, "We made too many mistakes to beat a quality oppo-
nent like Hemlock. We have an experienced group though so we will learn from our mis-
takes and become better as a team."

186.
