After three summers of hard work, Professor 
Joanne Kohler has finally gotten her Master’s de-
gree in the German language and literature. Endur-
ing a three-day exam, she earned the Master’s this 
last summer. 

Frau Kohler, as she is known by her students, 
was born in Wisconsin. She came into contact with 

the German language 
through her family—
her grandfather and 
her father used Ger-

man to communicate between themselves (as her 
grandfather got older, he used German exclu-
sively). In high school, she elected to begin her 
study of German as a freshman. 

The program Kohler pursued to her Master’s 
was a course of study offered by the University of 
Northern Iowa, but was held in Austria where she 
immersed herself for five weeks each summer for 
the past three summers. “ It was a program primar-
ily for teachers,”  she added, “with lots of classes 
and lots of work.”   

Kohler’s final project was a study of Faust. Dr. 
Faust was a historical figure, an alchemist during 
the time of the Reformation, but also became a leg-
end, noted for selling his soul to the devil. Using 
the folk tale of Faust 
two famous works 
were written, a play 
in English by Chris-
topher Marlowe and 
another much longer 
German poem by 
Goethe. She re-
searched a whop-
ping 26-page paper 
on the man on her 
way to completing her class. 

After three summers of work, a three-day exam 
and a thoroughly researched paper, does finally 
having received a Master’s changed her life? 

“ I feel like a huge load has been taken off my 
shoulders,”  she replied. “Before there was lots of 
work, now it is finally finished.”  

Have years of involvement with the German 
language, both teaching and learning, given her 
any special abilities? Could she perhaps compose a 
sentence in German with her right hand and write 
down the same sentence in English with her left 
simultaneously?  

“No, but I have never tried,”  she acknowl-
edged. But her contact with the European and 
American cultures and shuttling forth between the 
two has influenced her view of our country and 
how Americans do things. 

“ It was kind of a culture shock coming back to 
America,”  Kohler observed. “The way I remem-
bered it was different than the way it was when I 
came back… Some things are better here, and 
some things are better there.”  �  
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In addition to teaching German and ESL , Prof. Kohler assists the Seminary Cross Country team, the Forensics club, and serves as an advisor to the MLS Guild. She also is a 
Junior class advisor, helps coordinate student peer tutoring, helps oversee the WELS Grade School Science and Arts Fair and is a member of International Students© Committee.

Junior Phil Kasischke rounded out 
the Cardinals’  scoring with a 50.  

The Cardinals returned to the course 
and took on the Vikings of Swan Valley on September 20. 
The links were not in prime condition, but Schmiege shot a 
40, 4-over-par. The four top scores were all in the 40’s, but 
unfortunately, the Cardinals still lost, 188-157.  

“Even though we lost, the fact that five out of our six 
varsity golfers were in the 40’s is a great sign for our pro-
gram,”  Coach Mike Reis commented after the match. 

Merrill came to the Valley View on September 22. 
While the course succumbed to the driving rain, Schmiege 
shot a 41, the best score of  the day. Wells followed that up 
with a 48, freshman Andy Kelley shot a 49, and junior Paul 
Taylor, in his first Varsity golf match, shot 52 to close out the 
scoring for Seminary.
